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Val d’Or, Quebec — July 27, 2009 — Dirilling to follow-up a deep hole drilled in 2007 has
provided some encouraging results. Hole U-4317 initially returned an intersection of 3.92
gAu/tonne over an estimated true width of 6.6 metres. Recent drilling has cut intervals of 4.17
gAu/tonne over an estimated true width of 11.6 metres in hole U-4566 and 3.41 gAu/tonne over
an estimated true width of 5.2 metres in hole U-4568.

The drilling results come from approximately 300 metres below the mine’s deepest level and
demonstrate potential exists for a southeast plunging corridor of mineralization with a
strikelength of about 200 metres to extend to depths of at least 1300 metres. A diamond drill is
scheduled to return to this target later in the summer.

Mineralization is typical of the S-50 zone consisting of an albitized stockwork vein-breccia-dyke
complex emplaced near the contact of tholeiitic basalt and komatiite flows. The S-50 zone has
provided about 93% of the 1.66 million ounces of gold produced to date from the Kiena mine.
